Winter is usually a quieter time in wine country, but we’ve been busy and have a number of  exciting new additions at  
Robinson Family Vineyards.

A warm welcome to our new winemaker, Jeff  Owens: Jeff  comes to us with 20 years experience in Napa Valley, the last 
12 in Stags Leap District. After graduating from Cal Poly San Luis Obispo in Wine & Viticulture, Jeff  interned at Cakebread 
Cellars. He then joined the PlumpJack Group in 2006, working under the tutelage of  Tony Biagi, and quickly worked his way 
up to Assistant Winemaker for both PlumpJack Estate and Cade Estate. In 2012, was named the founding Head Winemaker 
for Odette Estate, where he became the first winemaker to receive a 100-point score on his inaugural vintage. We’re thrilled 
to have Jeff  join RFV!

Honoring our roots: We will be introducing a new wine to our lineup: a limited-edition Cabernet Sauvignon, made in  
memory of  my father and our winery founder, Lt. Col. Norman Robinson. This wine has been aging in the rare “Fleur de 
Quintessence” oak barrels we secured last year. We’ll bottle the wine in August and cellar age it for release next year. We can’t 
wait to share it with you. 

In the vineyard: This winter we enjoyed above average rainfall, which gave the vines and cover crop a tall, refreshing drink in 
preparation for the growing season. We’ve pruned the vines and mowed and disked the vineyard, and the vines have begun to 
bud out. A promising start to vintage 2024. 

In the cellar: We just blended, bottled and released the first wines from the incredible 2023 vintage: The Sauvignon Blanc 
and a Rosé that is a blend of  Cabernet Sauvignon and Merlot.
